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TONIGHT THE US E-P-A AND THE OHIO E-P-A WILL STAND BEFORE RESIDENTS OF UNIONTOWN TO DISCUSS THE PROGRESS OF DECONTAMINATING THE INDUSTRIAL EXCESS LANDFILL.  EVERY PERSON WHO WANTS TO PARTICIPATE CAN GIVE THE E-P-A A THREE-MINUTE RESPONSE ON THEIR THOUGHTS CONCERNING THE GOVERNMENT’S REMEDIATION PLAN.  

SUPERFUND SITES SUCH AS IEL HAVE TRADITIONALLY BEEN FENCED OFF AND CLOSED TO THE PUBLIC FOR SAFETY PRECAUTIONS.  BUT, GOVERNMENT OFFICIALS HAVE BEEN TRYING TO DISPEL RUMORS AND REPORTS OF RADATION FROM PLUTONIUM FOR YEARS AT IEL….SO, THIS MORNING, TO EDUCATE THE PUBLIC ON THE EFFORTS THE GOVERNMENT IS MAKING TO REMEDIATE THE LAND AND TO DEMYSTIFY ANY PRECONCIEVED NOTIONS OF WHAT THE 30-ACRE SITE ACTUALLY LOOKS LIKE, OFFICIALS FROM BOTH AGENCIES LED A GROUP OF REPORTERS ON A TOUR OF THE LANDFILL.  

DURING THE TOUR, OFFICIALS EXPLAINED THE DIFFERENT METHANE PUMP HOUSES THAT EXTRACT METHANE FROM THE GROUND……THEY DETAILED THE AMOUNT OF BARRELS OF GARBAGE THAT HAVE BEEN EXTRACTED….THEY EXPLAINED THE PURPOSE OF PLANTING POPULAR TREES AND HOW SUCH TREES WILL CONTINUE TO HELP EXTRACT GASES BURIED BELOW THE GROUNDWATER LEVEL.

THE OHIO E-P-A AND THE US E-P-A ENCOURAGE CITIZENS TO PARTICIPATE IN THE PUBLIC FEEDBACK FORUM THIS EVENING AT THE UNITED METHODIST CHURCH IN UNIONTOWN.
